The connections provided by Special Accéak.a. BellSouth SPA) service can be either analogdigital. Analog
connections are differentiated by spectrum and Wwatt. Digital connections are differentiated by fzte. The specific types
of services (e.g., Narrowband, Voice Grada.k.a. BellSouth SPA DSO VG), Wideband Digitatpyided under Special
Access (a.k.a.

Channel Types
